Bouchard Finlayson Galpin Peak Pinot Noir 2005   

What a wonderful name this makes for South African Pinot Noir! Definitely drinking superbly at the moment but can 

mature for several years.  A wine that keeps one coming back after each taste. Very Burgundian in style – red spicy fruits 

entice with a lingering earthy length and good gripping tannins. 

Manley Cabernet Sauvignon 2004  

A triumph from Tulbagh, this Cabernet from Manley was everything we look for in a wintery red next to the fireplace. 

Robust and ripe, full-bodied yet balanced with polished tannins and a great spicy cassis finish. 

Villiera Brut Natural Cap Classique 2003 

 A birthday present from a good friend, this was truly blissful…subtle biscuit flavours with a creamy palate followed by a 

superb crisp, dry sparkling finish. A truly magnificent addition to a Sunday afternoon…
